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JOSHUA  

Top Ten: 

1. The book of Joshua transitions the Bible from the Pentateuch, or books of the Law, to the 

historical books.  

2. The name Joshua means “Jehovah saves.”  Its equivalent in the New Testament is the name of 

Jesus himself, which means “Savior.”  In the King James Version, Joshua’s name is rendered as 

“Jesus” in Acts 7:45 and Hebrews 4:8.  The name Joshua in Hebrew is the same as “Jesus” in 

Greek, but the context calls for Joshua, not Jesus.  

3. A whole new way of life awaits the Hebrew people on the other side of the Jordan River.  Their 

ancestors had been slaves in Egypt; their parents had lived in tents as they spent forty years in 

the wilderness wanderings; now, they have the prospect of staying in one place, living in 

established cities, and dwelling in real houses.  

4. Rehab, a prostitute who lived in Jericho, discovered faith in God, honored him, and ended up 

being mentioned in the genealogy of Jesus (see Matthew 1:5).  

5. Under Joshua’s leadership, the Hebrews built three important memorials or altars.  The first 

was a twelve-stone memorial at the Jordan River.  The second was an altar built on Mount Ebal 

that consisted of unfinished stones, as directed by Moses (see Deuteronomy 27:1-8) The third was 

an altar built east of Jordan, not for sacrifices but as a witness for future generations (Joshua 

22:28).  

6. One of the Israelites’ key tasks in the book of Joshua is to annihilate the Canaanites.  This 

doesn’t sound like a very neighborly thing to do, but it is essential, for the Canaanites are bent 

on destroying God’s people.  They are pagan worshipers of false gods, and if they are left alone, 

they will overwhelm the Israelites.  They are a people God’s prophet Noah has already cursed 

(Genesis 9:25), and they face God’s judgment for their immorality and rejection of Him.  

7. It is going to take two major military campaigns to conquer the land.  There will be a southern 

campaign (Joshua 9:1-10:43) and a northern campaign (11:1-5).  

8. Another interesting development is the dividing of the land into sections for each of the tribes of 

Israel to occupy (13:1-21:45). The Levites did not get a territory; instead, they were given cities 

in which to dwell.   

9. An important meeting took place at Shechem after Joshua had given a farewell to the Jewish 

leaders.  He had summoned the leaders of the tribes to meet with him there, and after reviewing 

with them their history together, he challenged them: “Choose for yourselves this day whom 

you will serve” (24:15).  They responded: “We will serve the LORD our God and obey him” 

(24:24).  

10.  Shortly after that, Joshua died at the age of 110, and he was buried in Ephraim.   
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Who Wrote it? 

Most conservative scholars hold that Joshua wrote the book that bears his name.  There are 

approximately fourteen references to the expression “to this day” in Joshua.  This seems to 

indicate that the writing of the book took place in the lifetime of the author – even though it could 

have been years later.  If Joshua wrote the book, an editor or scribe or someone else would have 

had to add Joshua 24:28-33, which records Joshua’s death.
