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The incidents described in the book of Esther fit in the chronology of the book of Ezra, between
chapters six and seven. The events take place about thirty years before the events of Nehemiah
begin. Both the book of Esther and the first chapter of Nehemiah take place in Babylon (then
controlled by Persia).

A major Jewish special day was created to commemorate the events of Esther’s day — especially
her courage in saving the Jewish nation from being killed off. The day, which is celebrated in
Jewish homes in mid-March, is called the Feast of Purim.

You could call Esther by the name Myrtle, which is the meaning of her Hebrew name.

Or you could call her Star, for that is the meaning of her Persian name: Esther.

Esther was of the tribe of Benjamin.

Before Esther went before King Ahasuerus when he was looking for a replacement for his
banished queen, she underwent a year-long beauty makeover.

After Esther became queen, she reigned for thirteen years.

The name of God is not mentioned in the book of Esther. Also, Esther is not quoted anywhere
in the New Testament.

The entire plan of God for the salvation of sinners depended on Esther’s rescue of her people.

If the king had carried through on his determination to exterminate the Jews, the line leading to
Jesus would have been permanently broken.

10. Two books of the Bible are named after women: Ruth and Esther.

Who Wrote it?

It is not clear who wrote this book. Some say it was Ezra, while others suggest Mordecai. And still
others say it was scribes of the synagogue. Because the book has so many details about Persian life,
some believe that the writer used official state documents as a source. For instance, there are 187
references to the title of the king of Persia.

Whe’s in it?

King Ahasuerus, Queen Vashti, Esther and her Uncle Mordecai, Haman.
